The Law Amending the Suppression of Prostitution

The State Peace and Development Coumeil hetehy enacts the
following Law: -
. This Law shall be called the Law Amending the Suppression
of Prostitution Act, 1949 |
2. Sub-section (a) of section 2 of the Suppression of Prostitution
Act. 1949 shall be substituted as follows:-

{a) “Brothel” means any house, building, room, any kind of
velclefvesselfaircraft or place habitually used for the
purpese of prostitution or used wath reference to any kind
of business for the purpose of prostitution. In the said
expression, part of the same is also included.

3. The expression “shall be punished with imprisonment for 2 term
not less than one year and not more than three years” contained in
sub=section (1) of secton 5 of the Suppression of prostitution Act,
1949 shall be substituted by the expression “shall be punished with

. imprisonment for a term not less than one year and not more than five



years and may also be lable to a fine.” !
4, The expression “shall be punished with imprisonment for a
term which may extend to three years or with fine or with both” |
contained in section 3 of the Suppression of prostitution Act, 1949
shail be substituted by the expression “shall be punished with

imprisonment for a term not iess than one year and not more than five |
years and may alsa be hiable to a fine.”

Whoever detains a woman, whether a prostitute or
not aganst her will -

in a house, building, roam, vessel, vehicle or place
where living is earned by prostitution or m any part
there of, or

in a house etc, with the intention of using woman
in an illicit intetcourse with any man other than
her lawful busband or for any immoral purpose
shall be pumished with rigorous imprisonment for
a term which may extend to 3 years.
